It has been analyzed that Italy is a leader in the legislative
field concerning the rights of people with disabilities. The adoption of laws by government bodies, such as the law «Legge
104, regulates the provision of social support and the creation of conditions for barrier-free access to educational and work
environments for individuals with disabilities. Supporting such initiatives underscores the country’s commitment to integration

and equal opportunities for all segments of the population.
